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Marie Griffin hails from from Lissycasey, Co. Clare and is a singer who plays piano, keyboard and guitar. Mary has won 5 all-Ireland titles from Fleadh Cheoil na hEireann, and teaches piano and guitar at the Peter Dee Academy of Music. 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Niall Rooney is a 28 yr old ballad singer, from Dundalk, Co. Louth.
